Preview Study Questions / ANSWERS 
( Based On Daniel Chapter 2 Verses 23 - 49 ) 

1. How did Daniel respond to the decree to kill the wise men? 
Daniel intervened with Arioch to stop the executions and immediately 
requested an audience with the king to reveal the interpretation. 

2. To whom did Daniel attribute the interpretation of the dream? 
Daniel explicitly gave credit to God as the revealer of mysteries, not to 
his own wisdom or that of any human. 

3. What was the structure of the statue in Nebuchadnezzar’s dream? 
It had a head of gold, chest/arms of silver, belly/thighs of bronze, legs 
of iron, and feet partly iron and partly clay. 

4. What did the various metals of the statue represent? 
They symbolized a succession of powerful, yet temporary, human 
empires starting with Babylon (gold). 

5. What did the stone "cut out by no human hand" symbolize? 
It represents the everlasting Kingdom of God, which will destroy all 
earthly kingdoms and fill the earth. 

6. What was the immediate result of Daniel’s interpretation? 
Nebuchadnezzar acknowledged God, promoted Daniel to ruler over 
Babylon, and appointed his three friends as administrators.
